And they went to bury her: but they found no
more of her than the skull, and the feet, and the palms of her
hands. Wherefore they came again, and told him. And he said,
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2 Chronicles 21:9-11 Then Jehoram went forth with his
princes, and all his chariots with him: and he rose up by night,
and smote the Edomites which compassed him in, and the
captains of the chariots. So the Edomites revolted from under
the hand of Judah unto this day. The same time also did
Libnah revolt from under his hand; because he had forsaken
the LORD God of his fathers. Moreover he made high places
in the mountains of Judah, and caused the inhabitants of
Jerusalem to commit fornication, and compelled Judah
thereto.

Moreover the LORD stirred up against Jehoram the spirit of
the Philistines, and of the Arabians, that were near the Ethiopians:
And they came up into Judah, and brake into it, and carried away
all the substance that was found in the king's house, and his sons
also, and his wives; so that there was never a son left him, save
Jehoahaz, the youngest of his sons.

in his bowels with an incurable disease. And it came to pass,
that in process of time, after the end of two years, his
bowels fell out by reason of his sickness: so he died of sore
diseases.
